Going Beyond Wrampton Centennial Secondary School

The Caring for the Future program, offered through Brampton Centennial Secondary School and the William
Osler Health System, provides a Regional Health Care Co-operative Education Program for students exploring
and planning careers in the health care sector. The program runs for a full semester, and Caring for the Future
students have the opportunity to gain four credits towards their Ontario Secondary School Diploma.

Eligibility

e Allgrade 11 and 12 Peel board students can apply to the program, regardless of where they live.

e Students must be registered at Brampton Centennial for the duration of the program.

e Must have successfully completed SBI3C0/SBI3UO or TPJ3CO/TPI3MO.

e Must be planning to attend college or university and be seriously interested in exploring a career in the
health care sector.

e Students must complete an immunization record, which includes measles, mumps, rubella, two-step TB
test, flu vaccination. Immunization forms will be handed out at the interview and must be submitted
before placement can start.

e Students must complete and submit a Criminal Record Check, before placement can start.

Student applicants will:

e Complete all sections of the application:

A - student and school information

B — answer the questions

e C-resume and status sheet

D/E - two different references

e attend an interview

e be provided with placements in three different areas of the hospital. Hospital rotations are determined
after the interviews are completed. The students' interests will be considered.

e complete the student immunization record form and the Criminal Record Check PRIOR to the start of the
placement

e purchase a shirt at a cost of $15, to be worn while on placement in the hospital

e be provided with free parking, if requested, at the volunteer department. Transportation to and from the
program is not provided.
